Attached is a completed FAA Form 8130-6, Application for Airworthiness Certificate.  

In accordance with FAA Order 8130.2D, Paragraph 26b(1)(d) and 26b(4), this application is being submitted to amend my current experimental operating limitation to match those published in FAA Order 8130.2D, Paragraph 134 (dated 9/30/99) including the changes published in Change 1 to FAA Order 8130.2d (dated 2/15/00).


Specifically, I am requesting to have Para 12 of my operating limitations (see attached) amended to conform with 8130.2D Para 134b(17), as follows:  “After incorporating a major change as described in FAR 21.93, the aircraft owner is required to re-establish compliance with FAR 91.319(b).  All operations will be conducted day VFR in a sparsely populated area.  The aircraft must remain in flight test for a minimum of 5 hours.  Person’s non-essential to the flight shall not be carried.  The aircraft owner shall make a detailed log book entry describing the major change prior to the test flight.  Following satisfactory completion of the required number of flight hours in the flight test area, the pilot shall certify in the records that the aircraft has been shown to comply with FAR 91.319(b).  Compliance with FAR 91.319(b) shall be recorded in the aircraft records with the following or similarly worded statement: I certify that the prescribed flight test hours have been completed and the aircraft is controllable throughout its normal range of speeds and throughout all maneuvers to be executed, has no hazardous operating characteristics or design features, and is safe for operation.  The following aircraft operating data has been demonstrated during the flight-testing: Speeds  Vso______, Vx_______, and Vy________, and the weight ___________, and CG location_________ at which they were obtained.”


My RV-6A aircraft, N494BW, currently has 82 flight hours on it, completed all the test flight (Phase I) requirements on 7/12/99 and is currently operating in Phase II. The aircraft is stationed at Goose Creek Airport (28A).  I propose a test area in the sparsely populated region bounded by Hwy 74 to the south, Hwy 601 to the west, Hwy 24/27 to the North and the Great Pee Dee river to the east; avoiding flight over towns and other high density areas and excluding flight in CLT Class B airspace.    I have enclosed a copy of the current airworthiness certificate and operating limitations for my aircraft, N494BW, for your reference use.
