Mechanical Engineer Ben Phillips, who conducted the tests, was equally satisfied with the test results and stated “It always amazes me what you can do with composites”. 

Testing of elevators and rudder are underway and will be completed in the weeks to come.  The first wing and horizontal stabilizer, previously on display at Oshkosh Airventure 2007, will be mated to the prototype’s fuselage in the next few weeks in anticipation of Evolution’s first flight.
